The foliage is dense all the way to the ground 
level. Masses of white fluffy flowers appear in Summer 
that develop into a deep mauve berry, giving an excellent 
contrast against the foliage. These berries are also edible. 
Sublime is excellent for attracting birds to your garden. 
Sublime will tolerate a wide range of conditions from 
seaside gardens to cold climates with light frosts. Unlike 
most Acmena this is an advanced tree, not a shrub.
